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Get closer to GodGet closer to God
People have asked what dying to 
self  is as Jesus speaks often about 
it in the Messages. It is not easy to 
define as there are, in my opinion, 
infinite ways to die to self. Each 
person is different, and, each has 
his own things to die to. Here, I 
have put down my own thoughts 
and experiences about dying to 
self  that might help. Dying to self  
is a Journey that we must travel 
on, if, we are to get closer to God.

What is dying to self ?What is dying to self ?
What is dying to self ?
Self, it seems to me, is mostly to do 
with the “will”. The will is the, “I 
want, I need”, in us.
With the will, we make decisions 
to do things, as in, ‘I will commit 
this sin’, or, ‘I won’t’; ‘I will buy 
this coat’, or, ‘I won’t’. The will is 
the ‘control’ – or not - that we have 
over what we will do or not do.
Self-control - how we keep 
ourselves from giving in to 
things we want to do but that 
are not appropriate - then, is the 
control we have over our passions, 
our desires and the need to be 
gratified in some way. On the top 
of  a mountain, we may feel that 
it would be nice to jump off  and 
fly but, we don’t do it because it

would be certain death if  we did. 
We have controlled that urge or 
passion because of  the danger it 
would bring.
When our passions arise, we do 
not always take control over them. 
When a sin comes up, we do not 
always have the strength, or the 
fight, to control it and so we go 
with it, even knowing that it is 
wrong, knowing that it will put us 
in danger of  losing our friendship 
with God.

Without benefit to ourselvesWithout benefit to ourselves
We might decide to give some 
of  our time to a charity, to help 
out, so that others may benefit. 
This decision might be based on 
our need to feel ‘good’ and, not 
necessarily, for God. It seems that, 
to die to self, for God, we must 
‘will’, ‘decide’, to do it for God, to 
give it to Him, without benefit to 
ourselves and to keep giving or 
offering it to Him, lest we allow 
the self  to become prideful and 
we forget that God is the giver 
of  all things, including our ability 
to do good in the first place. We 
must strive to ‘give’, in a way that 
we receive nothing for what we do 
but, all is directed to God. In this 
way, we do not encourage pride to 
take over, to become something 
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that takes us from God. If  we help 
someone only to get accolades and 
praise from others, we are doing 
it for ourselves and not God. The 
decision to do something for God 
is not always for God. We might 
begin with giving it to God but, 
after a while, if  not checked and 
fought against, we might blind 
ourselves enough to not see that 
it is not for God. We get to like 
the pat on the back and we take it 
for ourselves, forgetting that the 
praise is for God, alone, and we 
have taken it from him.

Saint John of  the CrossSaint John of  the Cross
Saint John of  the Cross tells us:
“To reach satisfaction in all, desire 
satisfaction in nothing.
To come to possess all, desire the 
possession of  nothing.
To arrive at being all, desire to be 
nothing.
To come to the knowledge of  all, 
desire the knowledge of  nothing.
To come to enjoy what you have 
not, you must go by a way in which 
you enjoy not.
To come to the possession you 
have not, you must go by a way in 
which you possess not.
To come to what you are not, you 
must go by a way in which you are 
not.”
Saint John of  the Cross
God should be our first desireGod should be our first desire

It would seem, by this, that the 
things we desire, want to possess, 
are earthly things and far, far, from 
God, whereas, God should be our 
first desire, our first passion. We 
want satisfaction in the things we 
do; we want to become successful, 
want for nothing, walk in the right 

circles, become self-satisfied, we 
always want to look good in the 
eyes of  others, forgetting, that we 
are called to love God first. But, 
if, and it is a mighty big IF, we 
want God and His righteousness, 
the things of  this world, our sins, 
desires, passions - namely, self  – 
then our desire should be NOT to 
have these things that are of  the 
earth. In not having them, or, in 
denying them to ourselves, then 
we find the Way to gain the things 
of  God. Jesus told us not to follow 
the ‘broad way’ but to strive to 
find the ‘narrow way’. The broad 
way, it seems to me, is this passion 
for earthly things, things that keep 
us earthbound. When we make 
the effort to rid ourselves of  this 
baggage, then we find ourselves 
on the narrow Path and striving 
towards God in earnest.
24 Then Jesus said to His disciples, 
"If anyone desires to come after 
Me, let him deny himself, and take 
up his cross, and follow Me.
25 For whoever desires to save his 
life will lose it, but whoever loses 
his life for My sake will find it.
26 For what profit is it to a man if 
he gains the whole world, and loses 
his own soul? Or what will a man 
give in exchange for his soul?
27 For the Son of Man will come 
in the glory of His Father with His 
angels, and then He will reward 
each according to his works.
Matthew 16:24-27

Become like the PhariseesBecome like the Pharisees
All this depends, of  course, on 
whether we want to love God in 
this way. We can seem, outwardly, 
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to be following God but, on the 
inside, God is nowhere to be 
found. We still think our thoughts 
about what we would like to have. 
That’s when we become like the 
Pharisees:
27 "Woe to you, scribes and 
Pharisees, hypocrites! For you are 
like whitewashed tombs which 
indeed appear beautiful outwardly, 
but inside are full of dead men's 
bones and all uncleanness.
28 Even so you also outwardly 
appear righteous to men, but 
inside you are full of hypocrisy and 
lawlessness.
Matthew 23:27-28

Look at ourselves in truthLook at ourselves in truth
We must be prepared to look at 
ourselves in truth to see if  we 
are really walking with God on 
the inside, as well as the outside. 
Are there thoughts of  jealousy, 
unforgiveness, pride? It seems 
to me, that these things are like 
judging the person whom we are 
thinking about. But, we were asked 
to strive against judging, even if  
we only think it.
1 "Do not judge so that you will not 
be judged.
2 "For in the way you judge, you will 
be judged; and, by your standard 
of measure, it will be measured to 
you.
Matthew 7:1-2
Jesus is saying that we will be 
judged in the WAY we have 
judged. So, it would seem, if  we 
judge a person harshly, then we 
will be judged harshly. It seems 
that the best way to follow the 
Scripture above is to die to, get rid 

of, kill, fight against the jealousy, 
unforgiveness, pride and whatever 
else makes us judge our neighbour. 
For we cannot enter Heaven with 
these things living and well within 
us. While they live in us, we can 
only see through them. They are 
like blinkers on our eyes, cataracts, 
that blind us from seeing the 
Truth. We cannot fulfil the Words 
of  Jesus, who tells us:
27 "But I say to you who hear, love 
your enemies, do good to those 
who hate you,
28 bless those who curse you, pray 
for those who mistreat you.
Luke 6:27-28

Turn the other cheekTurn the other cheek
When we “turn the other 
cheek”, we are dying to the ‘self ’ 
that desires only to harm our 
neighbour with our harsh words, 
our harsh thoughts. As Saint John 
of  the Cross said above, “… To 
come to what you are not, you 
must go by a way in which you 
are not…”, we must begin to stop 
being the way we are in order to 
become something we are not. 
What we are not, is the way God 
wants, desires, us to be. In order to 
become what God wants, desires, 
us to be is to be the opposite of  
what we are now: to have none 
of  these - jealousy, unforgiveness, 
pride – in us.
When we deny ourselves the self-
satisfaction, we can see better how 
to serve God.

John the BaptistJohn the Baptist
The coat we buy is chosen for how 
people will see us, admire us for 
its style and not that a coat is to 
shield the body from the elements. 
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We ‘will’ to be seen as stylish and 
‘with it’. John the Baptist, who was 
sent to warn the people, told us:
10 So the people asked him, saying, 
"What shall we do then?"
11 He answered and said to them, 
"He who has two tunics, let him 
give to him who has none; and he 
who has food, let him do likewise."
12 Then tax collectors also came 
to be baptized, and said to him, 
"Teacher, what shall we do?"
13 And he said to them, "Collect 
no more than what is appointed for 
you."
14 Likewise the soldiers asked him, 
saying, "And what shall we do?"
So, he said to them, "Do not 
intimidate anyone or accuse falsely, 
and be content with your wages."
Luke 3:10-14
All the people who came to Him 
were from different walks of  
life. They did different jobs and, 
reading between the lines, each 
had a different way in which they 
needed to die to self.
Before saying this, He had said:
7 Then he said to the multitudes 
that came out to be baptized by him, 
"Brood of vipers! Who warned you 
to flee from the wrath to come?
8 Therefore bear fruits worthy of 
repentance, and do not begin to say 
to yourselves, 'We have Abraham 
as our father.' For I say to you that 
God is able to raise up children to 
Abraham from these stones.
9 And even now the axe is laid to 
the root of the trees. Therefore, 
every tree which does not bear 

good fruit is cut down and thrown 
into the fire."

These people, obviously, were 
moved by his words. Whether 
they felt guilty hearing them or 
really wanted to change, were 
seeking instructions on how to 
die to self. What stood between 
them and God? How could they 
be reconciled to God? It is not 
just knowing where we sin and 
are selfish but, when we find out 
how we are offending God, that we 
try or strive to keep these things 
out of  our lives by fighting self. 
It was well known, at the time, 
that tax collectors, who were paid 
for collecting taxes on behalf  of  
the Romans, were likely to charge 
more than the price of  the taxes so 
they could take it for themselves. 
These words of  John told them 
exactly what they should do in 
order to follow God.

A fight, a constant vigilA fight, a constant vigil
Dying to self  for me, is 
accompanied by a fight, a constant 
vigil, to keep self  out. A nun friend, 
God rest her, used to say to me: 
“Do good and disappear…”. This 
meant that we must not stay for 
the praises, the clap on the back, 
after we perform some good work 
for, then, and only then, it belongs 
to God, given to Him from our 
hearts without any taints of  self. 
When we give God the praises for 
the ‘good work’, we praise Him 
for the ‘seed’ He planted in us in 
the first place for He is our ‘First 
Cause’, the ‘good’ in us. It is He, 
through His Grace, who calls us to 
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do good works:
“No one should follow what he 
considers to be good for himself, 
but rather what seems good for 
another. Let them put Christ 
before all else; and may He lead us 
all to everlasting life.”
Saint Benedict

A constant eye on the selfA constant eye on the self
So, dying to self  is having a 
constant eye on the self, denying 
ourselves the pleasure of  that 
cake, that programme, that glass 
of  wine, so that we might learn 
to seek pleasure in God alone, 
giving us a reason to keep up the 
“Good Fight”. In order to do this, 
we must be in communication 
with Him through prayer, so that 
we learn what we must do to love 
Him, serve Him, by constantly 
giving our will to Him.
1 If then you were raised with 
Christ, seek those things which are 
above, where Christ is, sitting at the 
right hand of God.
2 Set your mind on things above, 
not on things on the earth.
3 For you died, and your life is 
hidden with Christ in God.
Colossians 3:1-3

Undisciplined in His WaysUndisciplined in His Ways
Up until now, we have probably 
not been aware of  the ‘will’ and 
that it can be controlled. With no 
fight in us, except to ‘give in’, we 
have committed sin, we have been 
selfish, prideful, greedy and etc.
We might pray but, we are 
undisciplined in His Ways. There 
are many stages and ways to pray 
and, to die to self, we must be in 
constant prayer; so that, through 

prayer, we might learn better how 
to give ourselves to God. The Holy 
Spirit is the Teacher of  prayer:
26 Likewise the Spirit also helps 
in our weaknesses. For we do not 
know what we should pray for as 
we ought, but the Spirit Himself 
makes intercession for us with 
groanings which cannot be uttered.
27 Now He who searches the 
hearts knows what the mind of 
the Spirit is, because He makes 
intercession for the saints according 
to the will of God.
Romans 8:26-27

Give up the thingsGive up the things
So, it would seem that, in order 
to die to self, we must give up the 
things in us that bring pleasure to 
the mind and body. I don’t mean 
necessarily the pleasure we get 
from watching a sunset, drinking 
a glass of  wine etc. These are 
pleasures we recognise, know and 
are good, when we praise the One 
who made these things. But, when 
the glass becomes two and four 
and we take more pleasure in the 
wine, rather than the One who 
made it, then that is a different 
kind of  pleasure.
We might be in a position of  
authority and are good at what 
we do but, we might get more 
pleasure in telling people what to 
do than the position allows. We 
might love, but, that love might 
be only for those who love us. The 
stranger, the poor, the alcoholic, 
might go unloved because it is a 
selfish love and not a pure love 
coming to us from God through 
Grace.
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46 "But why do you call Me 'Lord, 
Lord,' and not do the things which 
I say?
Luke 6:46

Live in a way that reflectsLive in a way that reflects
How can we say: “I love You, Lord” 
and not listen to the things He 
says in the Scriptures. There, He 
tells us, plainly, that if  we do the 
things that He asks then, and only 
then, will we gain Eternal Life. 
The things of  this world cannot be 
taken with us when we die so, we 
must strive to leave them behind. 
We might protest and say: “…but 
we need to live, surely…”. Yes, we 
do need to live but we must live 
in a way that reflects – from the 
inside, to the outside. If  God is in 
us and in all that we do then there 
is no need for “…two coats”, one 
is enough.
47 Whoever comes to Me, and 
hears My sayings and does them, I 
will show you whom he is like:
48 He is like a man building a 
house, who dug deep and laid 
the foundation on the rock. And 
when the flood arose, the stream 
beat vehemently against that house, 
and could not shake it, for it was 
founded on the rock.
49 But he who heard and did 
nothing is like a man who built 
a house on the earth without a 
foundation, against which the 
stream beat vehemently; and 
immediately it fell. And the ruin of 
that house was great."

Saint John Paul IISaint John Paul II
Dying to self  is something that 
we ‘want’ to do FOR God. It is 

not something we do because we 
have to. It is a giving of  ourselves, 
a denial of  everything that is not 
of  God. Free will does not mean 
that we can do anything and 
everything we want to do. Saint 
John Paul II put it like this:
“Freedom consists not in doing 
what we like, but in having the 
right to do what we ought…”
Pope John Paul II
In my opinion, dying to self  must 
become a big part of  us if  we want 
to follow Jesus. We must even deny 
to our eyes what they see:
27 "You have heard that it was said, 
'YOU SHALL NOT COMMIT 
ADULTERY';
28 but I say to you that everyone 
who looks at a woman with lust for 
her has already committed adultery 
with her in his heart. (And, in these 
days, women looking at men).
29 "If your right eye makes you 
stumble, tear it out and throw it 
from you; for it is better for you to 
lose one of the parts of your body, 
than for your whole body to be 
thrown into hell.
30 "If your right hand makes you 
stumble, cut it off and throw it from 
you; for it is better for you to lose 
one of the parts of your body, than 
for your whole body to go into hell.
Matthew 5:27-30

The “First Thought”The “First Thought”
It is the “First Thought”, as Jesus 
has told us in the Messages of  
Love. When a thought comes up 
in our minds that will lead us – if, 
we let other thoughts through – 
to selfishness or sin, then we must 
deny, or fight, that first thought. 
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We must learn to recognise where 
that first thought will take us, 
aided by the self, seeking pleasure, 
and the devil who will suggest, 
tempt, encourage, us to go to 
the second thought and so on, so 
that we eventually lose the fight 
and fall into sin. The devil, in his 
persuasive ways, will tell us that 
it’s ok, God would not want us to 
deny ourselves a simple pleasure, 
or, nobody would see, in a way that 
will seem good, and even, true. The 
‘voice’ he uses to persuade us will 
be the voice of  self. And, when the 
sin is committed - the denial of  
God - he will be the first to accuse 
us and make us feel guilty: God 
will never love us again. We have 
all been there.

Difference between right and Difference between right and 
wrongwrong

In many ways, we all know 
what dying to self  really is. I 
think, dying to self  is akin to 
the difference between right and 
wrong. We know the things that 
we should not do, the wrong 
things in our lives. Gluttony, for 
instance, is like eating too much 
food just because it’s there. We 
see it, we eat it, even though, we 
know our bellies will be sore if  we 
do. If  we eat too much, then we 
go beyond the need and enter into 
the greed. These are the kinds of  
things we must die to.
Jesus said:
10 After Jesus called the crowd to 
Him, He said to them, "Hear and 
understand.
11 "It is not what enters into the 
mouth that defiles the man, but 
what proceeds out of the mouth, 

this defiles the man."
Matthew 15:10-11
First, Jesus said: “… Hear and 
understand…”.  He was trying to 
get our attention. What He was 
going to say next IS very, very, 
important and, we should take 
care to understand. In a sense, it 
was a warning of  something we 
must do.

In our heartsIn our hearts
When we eat food, that food does 
not make us bad or sinful but, the 
greed that is in our hearts is the 
thing that makes us sinful. The 
gluttony is in control, it is it that 
causes us to sin. To me, and, as I 
understand it, this gluttony is part 
of  the self  and, if  we are not to 
be defiled by it, then we must die 
to it; not allow it to be in control 
of  us.

Many examplesMany examples
There are many examples I could 
give of  what dying to self  is. I 
would not live long enough to 
write everything there is to know, 
or indeed, to write it down. The 
self  is deceptive, in my opinion. It 
leads us by the nose. We think we 
have control over ourselves, but, in 
truth, we don’t for we cannot see 
if  we don’t look. The saying goes: 
we cannot see the forest for the 
trees.

First, look at our mortal sinsFirst, look at our mortal sins
If  we are to die to self, I believe, we 
must, first, look at our mortal sins 
and begin a fight to rid ourselves 
of  them. When they arise, we 
must fight, vehemently, to keep 
ourselves from committing them; 
fight to control our passion or 
urge. This is the beginning of  
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dying to self; this is the first step. 
We will fail, many times, but we 
must get back up immediately 
and begin fighting again. When 
we have mastered control over 
the mortal sins, then we work on 
our venial sins. There is NO let up 
in this fight, there is never a time 
when we can let our guard down.

We must find time for prayer in 
our lives, even if  it is only fifteen 
minutes and we must make it a 
habit that we will never break. 
Come away from the world, find 
a place where you will not be 
disturbed and talk to God. It is, 
after all, this God to whom we will 
go when we die.

Well, you’ve covered a good lot of 
our questions there, in that one 
answer!  But one of the other things 
we wanted to ask you was what do 
you think your chief mission will be 
as a priest?

As priest?

You touched in your talks here, 
about how you wanted to help single 
mothers?

That’s a point I want to make.
I was born by a teenage mother.  
When she conceived me, she was 
thirteen or fourteen years, that’s 
when she gave birth to me, at 
fourteen and she died really young.  
She was very intelligent at school 
but, because she conceived me, the 
story of  intelligence cannot be 
told, no one can tell that, it died 
literally, because, as soon as she 
conceived me, everything about 
schooling had to die.  There was 
a lot of  pressure on her from 
home, from the village because of  
culture and because, at that time, 
people were insisting that, you see, 
we are very poor, we need to study, 
it's only education that can save us 
from this…

This lady arrives with pregnancy 
in this situation so they exerted 
a lot of  pressure on her.  So 
much so, that I was told that she 
attempted even abortion.  But 
it could not work at that time 
because the technology was 
not as good as today.  Yeah, she 
attempted many things, she even 
thought of  committing suicide 
but it did not work.  And so, when 
she gave birth to me, as soon as 
she gave birth to me, she thought 
now she had been relieved from 
all this torture.  She stayed with 
me for, I don’t know if  it was one 
or two months, after that, she left 
me with my grandmother and ran 
away and nobody knew at that 
time where she had gone to.  They 
looked for her, they could not

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find her.  Only after many years, 
they came to realise that she had 
travelled to the city and she went 
to live in a slum.  And she lived in 
that slum. 
I have been to that slum, it is very 
close to our house and I have been 
there.  It pains me even to go 
and look at the slum, it reminds 
me that that is where she lived.  
It pains me because it’s such a 
terrible place.  It is from that slum 
that she conceived my only sister, 
ten years after my birth.  And after 
conception of  my sister, she tried 
to get married to that man but that 
did not work.  And people who met 
her after that say that when things 
became tough on her, she would 
cry and mention that if  only she 
had been educated, maybe things 
would have been better.  So it was 
like she was regretting the fact 
that she could not continue her 
education and all that was because 
she had conceived me.
So, for me, knowing what she went 
through, what she desired and 
looking around, seeing how things 
still are with the young ladies, I 
desired that maybe I should, in my 
life before I die, I should at least 
make an effort to help many, if  it 
was only one lady who might be 
in the same situation.  That does 
not mean that a young lady should 
be encouraged to get pregnant at 
a tender age but that the point, for 
me, I find important is that on the 
occasion when a young lady gets 
pregnant, what next?  Should the 
whole society condemn that lady 
and send her to hell?  Or is there 
anything that can be done to help 

such a lady so that her life can get 
back to normal again?
It is something that has bothered 
me for long and, after reflecting 
and thinking about it, and even 
sharing with my sister, we 
thought that maybe, as a way of  
appreciating our mother, we can 
make an effort to help or reach out 
to – even if  it was to two or three 
ladies in that situation - to help 
them.  Maybe by helping them, 
then communicate to many others 
that getting pregnant at a tender 
age is not a death sentence.  It is 
a mistake but it is a mistake that 
can be lived with, can be corrected 
and, with some help, can get back 
to normal life, even from that 
mistake.
We asked ourselves, what can we 
do?  During my ordination, some 
people came and gave me some 
gifts, most of  it was in money 
form.  I collected – if  you change 
to pounds - it will be close to 
£1,300 roughly.

From ordination presents?

Yea.  
And we decided, and I shared 
with my sister, we decided that 
that money we can use it to help 
some ladies who are in the same 
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situation where our mother found 
herself  in.  Surprisingly, as soon as 
we tried to do that, we just realised 
that those ladies are very, very, 
very, very many.  They are very 
many and some are contemplating 
suicide, some have even done 
abortion several times, some are 
still planning to do it, some are in 
depression because, as soon as they 
got pregnant, they were rejected 
by their family.  Some have become 
prostitutes because, when they ran 
away from their families, there is 
no way of  supporting themselves, 
they opted to become prostitutes 
– the cheapest and easiest way to 
survive.  
And so, with that money we 
managed to reach out to some few.  
We sent them to technical schools 
to learn something practical like 
sewing, like cooking, so we sent 
some to school but some needed 
a very little amount, very little, 
as little as like £40 to start up a 
business that, according to them, 
can change their life.  That’s what 
they said, “if  I just got this, it 
will change my life”, just a simple 
business.  And so we reached out 
to such, also to give them some 
simple amount to start a simple 
business.
I did not get enough time to get 
a full report to know how they 
are progressing but I am in touch 
with them and what they tell me 
from fact… they tell me they are 
doing well.  
And then I went back to my sister 
to discuss “don’t you think we 
have done something very great” 
I am very happy and all that, then 

she came up with an idea, what if  
we made an effort and get some 
money and buy a small piece of  
land and construct a simple house 
so that when these people think 
they cannot afford them, instead 
of  running to become prostitutes 

or contemplating suicide or doing 
funny things, they can come there, 
then we can find a way of  talking 
to them and motivating them and 
encouraging them, that at least 
they can understand that their life 
has not come to an end.
…I have constructed my own 
house.  If  I have done it, I think 
it is possible because I have 
constructed a small house at 
home.  …If  it is the Will of  God, 
then it can always happen.  Then 
I have always prayed, and prayed 
and prayed and said to God, if  
this is what you want, please let 
it happen. And so, I came here 
and I shared with all of  you, but, 
in a very particular way, I shared 
with Patrick and I explained step 
by step slowly and said I am still 
praying ‘God, show me a sign.’  If  
it’s not possible, we are also ready 
to give up the whole thing.
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Surprisingly, within the time that 
I have been here, I have £1000 
with me that I have just received 
from people.  A thousand pounds!  
And then Patricks called me 
yesterday and told me – and I say 
thank you to all of  you – that the 
servants in the House of  Prayer 
have also come together and have 
contributed some money for you 
and we are going to add on that.  
For me, there can be no any other 
sign more than that.  For me, it 
is sufficient, it is now a decision 
confirmed that we are going to do 
that.  
For us to buy a piece of  land I 
consulted yesterday as soon as 
Patrick told me that, I made a 
phone call at home and consulted 
around, if  I was to buy a small 
plot of  50 by 100 metres, I need – 
if  I translate to pounds, I need like 
£3000.  I have £3000 right now!

Thank You, Jesus!

Yea!
£1000 that the servants got and 
that Patrick said they are going to 
add up to £1000…
I believe that, if  I sacrifice my 
own priestly allowance for some 
time, that land I am going to get.  
What we are dreaming, my sister 
and I, we don’t need something 
sophisticated.  We want something 
just that they can come and sleep.  
They are poor, they don’t need 
something very…they need just…

Safety.

Yea, safety and to talk to them, to 

let them know that it's not the end 
and we thought, with my sister, 
that, by doing that, it is the only 
good gift that we can give to our 
mother who had to go through all 
of  these things and who gave life 
to us.  We would not be here if  she 
did not accept to go through all of  
this.
So, for me, that’s how I want to 
live my priesthood, to sacrifice as 
much as possible, to reach out to 
those people.

I think your mother would be very, 
very proud of you and your sister!

I hope, I hope and believe that it 
would be that.
And I thank God because, as I 
have said, it has been a dream but 
now for me, it’s not only a dream 
because I have been here close to 
three weeks and I have £1000.  
Sometimes I go to Mass, like today 
I was at Mass and after the Mass 
there was a man who came to me 
and said “thank you so much…”  I 
did not do anything at Mass, I’m 
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just there, there’s nothing I do 
there and they come and say “thank 
you so much…” and they give me 
some money.  Somebody gave me 
£40 yesterday in the morning and 
some have been doing that and as 
I tell you I have £1000!

That’s amazing!

Yea!

So, where would you like to be placed 
and what would you like to achieve?

As a priest?  You see, at the moment 
it is not very clear but at least they 
informed me that they want me to 
go for studies.  So, from here I am 
sure that I am going to do some 
studies for two years in Canada, 
unless if  they change, but that is 
the plan.  After the two years, I 
can’t tell.  I can’t tell where they’ll 
ask me to go.

But, for now, your sister, she’s in 
Kenya and she will be organising 
the wee house?

My sister is not in Kenya at 

the moment, she stays in the 
neighbouring country, Uganda, 
because that’s where she has 
studied and she is still looking for 
a job, she is not employed.  She 
graduated 2020 as a teacher, as 
a high school teacher.  In Africa, 
it is one thing to graduate and 
another thing to work.  But she is 
still waiting.  She stays in Uganda.  
But I have an uncle, and all these 
people I am mentioning, they are 
trying to get a visa to come over.  
I have another uncle who is in 
Kenya who is working with the 
issue of  getting that piece of  land.  
He is the one who, when I was 
constructing my small house, he is 
the one I used, he is the one who I 
was giving the little money I had 
and he got practically everything.  
So I asked him, you see, about 
a small piece of  land, and he is 
already working on it.

in convincing many vulnerable, 
heartbroken couples that having 
their sick baby poisoned or 
dismembered in the womb is more 
loving than allowing the child to 
live and die naturally.
Such was the case with a Kentucky 
couple that CNN recently 
interviewed. Heather and Nick 
Maberry, of  Stanton, blasted their 
home state for its elective abortion 
ban, claiming the law prevented 
them from holding their baby girl, 
Willow Rose.
“Please keep our little bean in 
your prayers as we wait for 
our first doctor appointment,” 
Heather wrote on Facebook in 
December, sharing the news of  
their pregnancy with family and 
friends. “Everything seems to be 
going good so far. The girls and 
us are so excited.”

AnencephalyAnencephaly
In April, however, at five months 
of  pregnancy, Willow was 
diagnosed with anencephaly, a 
fatal condition in which the baby’s 
brain and skull do not develop 
properly, according to the report. 
Doctors told the Maberrys that 
their daughter would die in the 
womb or soon after birth.
“Please keep Nick, me, and our 
girls in your prayers,” Heather 
wrote on Facebook, sharing an 
ultrasound image of  Willow. “We 
just received the worst news about 
our baby girl. This is our baby 
girl, Willow Rose. We love you so 
very much!!!”
Soon, Heather decided that she 
wanted an abortion. She told CNN 
that she had high blood pressure 

and hyperemesis, and did not want 
to continue the pregnancy if  her 
baby girl was going to die anyway.
But Kentucky law protects unborn 
babies from being killed in elective 
abortions, so the Maberrys 
traveled to Chicago instead.

The worst pain everThe worst pain ever
According to CNN:
Since Kentucky Medicaid wouldn’t 
cover the procedure, the Maberrys 
sought help from organizations 
that support abortion and from 
family and friends, but they still 
couldn’t raise enough for an 
induction.
A clinic in Chicago agreed to 
do a surgical procedure called a 
dilation and evacuation for free, 
and organizations that support 
abortion rights paid for their 
travel expenses, Heather said.
She said the procedure was “a 
nightmare” and “the worst pain 
ever” – much more painful than 
giving birth to her daughters.

A dismemberment abortionA dismemberment abortion
It also was a nightmare for their 
unborn daughter, although the 
Maberrys probably were not told 
that. A dilation and evacuation 
also is known as a dismemberment 
abortion, a procedure in which the 
abortionist dilates the woman’s 
cervix and then uses steel 
instruments to pull the baby’s 
body apart, limb by limb, while 
his/her heart is still beating.

Most families are not informed 
about the gruesome, violent 
reality of  abortion.
And because Willow’s body was 
dismembered, the Maberrys did 
not have the chance to hold her 
and say goodbye, as they wanted 
to.
In the CNN interview, the family 
lashed out against the Kentucky 
pro-life law, blaming it for 
preventing them from holding 
their daughter.
“We’ll never know what her face 
looked like. We’ll never know what 
it was like to hold her in our arms,” 
Heather said. “We’re grieving 
someone that we’ve never seen.”

Deserved betterDeserved better
But it was abortion activists’ 
lies, not pro-life laws, and the 
Maberrys’ own choice to seek 
an abortion that kept them from 
holding their daughter.
It is clear that they loved and 
valued Willow. Their desire to 
hold her and their grief  and anger 
over her death demonstrate that. 
But, in their heartbreak over the 
diagnosis, they were vulnerable to 
the pervasive lies about abortion.
Frequently, families say doctors 
and genetic counselors pressure 
mothers to have abortions after 
their unborn baby is diagnosed 
with a medical condition. Often, 
the child’s condition is presented 
in the worst terms and families are 
not informed about resources, such 
as perinatal hospice and support 
groups, to help grieving families. 
Perinatal hospice would have 
helped the Maberrys fulfill their 
desire to hold their daughter. The 

program provides grief  support 
and planning services to families 
of  babies diagnosed with fatal 
disabilities, working with hospital 
staff  to prepare for the baby’s birth 
and death, as well as arranging for 
photographs and other mementos 
of  the baby, funeral arrangements 
and more.
Instead of  being offered these 
life-affirming options, too many 
families are told that having their 
unborn baby killed in an abortion 
is the only compassionate thing to 
do.
It is this pro-abortion mindset, 
not pro-life laws, that is damaging 
families like the Maberrys. They 
and their daughter deserved 
better.

How often must I forgive him?How often must I forgive him?

While at Mass last week, the 
following Scripture was read: 
Matthew 18:21-35:
Peter approached Jesus and asked 
him, "Lord, if my brother sins against 
me, how often must I forgive him? 
As many as seven times?"
Jesus answered, "I say to you, 
not seven times but seventy-seven 
times.
That is why the Kingdom of heaven 
may be likened to a king who 
decided to settle accounts with his 
servants.
When he began the accounting, 
a debtor was brought before him 
who owed him a huge amount.
Since he had no way of paying it 
back, his master ordered him to 
be sold, along with his wife, his 
children, and all his property, in 
payment of the debt.
At that, the servant fell down, did 
him homage, and said, 'Be patient 
with me, and I will pay you back 
in full.'
Moved with compassion, the 
master of that servant let him go 
and forgave him the loan.  When 
that servant had left, he found one 
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I witnessed the hurt caused by 
unforgiveness.

We don't talk anymore!We don't talk anymore!
For the first time in over twenty 
years I met up with a lot of  old 
friends on the passing of  a dear 
friend.  Over the years, people 
changed and I asked one man if  
he was his brother as they looked 
alike and it was an easy mistake 
to make after all that time.  There 
was a look of  horror on his face. 
He said 'No, no, no! Don't call me 
that.  We don't talk anymore!' 
Immediately, in my shock I said 'Oh 
no!  But why?'  Then I immediately 
retracted my question as I realised 
I had no need to pry.  However, 
he blurted out the story anyway 
of  how he was left to care for his 
father when he became ill and had 
no help from his brother, so they 
fell out over it.

Holding on to all this painHolding on to all this pain
It immediately hit me how much 
hurt he was carrying.  He cared 
for his father until he died but had 
also lost his brother, holding on 
to all this pain of  unforgiveness 
in the process.  His brother also 
turned up that evening but, within 
the same room, they avoided each 
other and talked to everyone else, 
carefully avoiding each other.  It 
was very sad to see. 
They still had the same friends but 
couldn't reconcile with each other. 
I pray now for their reconciliation 
and that Jesus will heal the hurt 
that has caused this division.  I 
know there are many more families 
that have similar feuds that can 
last throughout their lifetime.

Heroic actsHeroic acts
It made me also think about some 
heroic acts of  forgiveness, like 
mothers who have the strength to 
forgive their children's murderers. 
Also the well documented one of  
Saint Pope John Paul II, forgiving 
his would-be assassin. 
Following the shooting, Pope 
John Paul II asked people to "pray 
for my brother... whom I have 
sincerely forgiven."
In 1983, Saint John Paul visited 
him in prison. He was pardoned in 
June 2000 at the pope's request but 
spent a further ten years in jail in 
Turkey on other charges.  In 2007 
he converted to Christianity while 
in prison and visited Saint John 
Paul's tomb to lay flowers in 2014.

Perhaps if  we search hard within 
ourselves, there may be someone 
who has hurt us and maybe we 
think we have forgiven them 
but, if  we still think of  them in 
a negative way and hurt surfaces 
again, perhaps there is still some 
unforgiveness there.
There is a quote by Lewis B. 
Swedes that rings true "To forgive 
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is to set a prisoner free and discover 
that the prisoner was you."

Let us then ask Jesus to show us 
how to truly forgive from our 
hearts.
As Saint Paul says in his letter to 
the Colossians 3:12-13:  "Put on

and, if one has a complaint against 
another, forgiving each other; as the 
Lord has forgiven you, so you also 
must forgive."
